Persecution of the Jews in Nazi Germany
Central to Nazi policy was the creation of a pure German state. This meant treating all non-German groups as second-class citizens. Hitler believed that the Master Race, the pure Aryan, had been contaminated by the Subhuman Jews and Slavs. Hitler said Jews in particular were evil and were trying to destroy Germany. Nazi persecution of the Jewish people steadily increased as their control in Nazi Germany grew tighter.

April 1933, Boycott of Jewish Shops





The SA organised a boycott of Jewish shops & businesses, painting ‘Jude’ on windows and persuading people not to enter. Jewish lawyers, teachers and civil servants were sacked.





Jews banned from public places.





After Kristallnacht, Hitler and Goebbels blamed the Jews and fined them for the damage caused. Jews could no longer own shops and Jewish children could no longer attend Aryan schools. In 1939, Heydrich rounded up Jews and began moving them to Ghettoes. From here they would be moved to the Death Camps.





In 1934, Jewish people were banned from public spaces such as parks, playing fields and swimming pools.





The Nuremberg Laws were a series of measures that persecuted Jews in Germany. The Reich Law on Citizenship, stated only those with German blood could vote and The Law for the Protection of German Blood and Honour, forbade marriage or sexual relations between Jews and German citizens.





Jews were forced to carry identity cards, men had to add the name Israel and women Sarah to their first names, a red J was stamped on Jewish people’s passports and Jewish doctors and dentists could no longer treat Aryan Germans.





After a Polish Jew killed a Nazi official in Paris, Goebbels organised an attack on Jewish property, shops, homes and synagogues across Germany. During ‘the night of broken glass’ about 100 Jews were killed and 20,000 were sent to concentration camps.
